- Erythromycin

- Muscle Relaxers (Flexeril, Cycloflex, Methocarbamol, Metaxalone, Carisoprodol, Cyclobenzaprine)

- Benzodiazepines (Clonazepam, Klonipin, Diazepam, Valium, Lorazepam, Ativan, Midazolam, Versed,

Temazepam, Restoril)

Day Before Your Procedure:

-Stop eating and drinking 6 hours prior to your exam. You may take all of your usual morning medications with 4 oz
of water up to 3 hours prior to your procedure unless instructed otherwise by your doctor. You may drive yourself
home after the procedure.
